Why does it work?

Financial stability reduces the risk of communities selling their forest
to generate an income.

In 2024:

® We expanded our UN-backed basic income pilot to more participants
and clocked over a year’s worth of data to learn from for future pilots.

® Communities reported spending funds on education, health emergencies,
water storage and improvements to infrastructure such as homes and tracks.

® We ranten workshops to increase financial literacy in communities.

Impact on forest and climate:

Less deforestation means we’re more likely to end the
climate crisis.

We’ve just opened a brand new
Rainforest Lab in Papua New Guinea.
They’re hubs for the latest tech so
communities can monitor their forests.

Why does it work?

Instant access to satellite data means communities can tackle threats such
as wildfires, flooding and deforestation faster than ever before.

In 2024:

® 40,888 acres of forest were monitored by our Rainforest Labs
in Peru and Papua New Guinea.

® 52 forest alerts were investigated.

We saw a 20% reduction in frequency and size of wildfires thanks
to our early warning system, SAT CARE in partnership with PAAMARI.

® \We celebrated indirect benefits of the labs such as improved computer
literacy and Wi-Fi for whole communities.

Impact on forest and climate:

Faster responses mean less rainforest is destroyed.

We work with Indigenous entrepreneurs

Why does it work?

When Indigenous-led brands get a larger profile, they sell more and
put that cash straight back into their rainforest communities.

In 2024:

@® Eightlocal businesses thrived.

® Theygenerated £491,000 in sales, all reinvested back into
rainforest communities.

® We saw increased confidence, more autonomy and improved
economic stability.

Impact on forest and climate:

As communities generate more income, they are able to resist
offers from miners and loggers. This keeps rainforests standing.
